PRELIMINARIES: Chairperson Scala called the regular Senate meeting to order at 1:05pm.
The Agenda, moved and seconded by Maduro and Levitan was approved unanimously. The
Minutes of the April 10" meeting were moved and seconded by Najarian and Martus. Duffy
noted the transposition of two headings. The revised Minutes were then approved unanimously.

CHAIR’S REPORT: Scala noted the passing of Loriann Calogero and Greg Winberry. A
moment of silence was observed.

UNDERGRADUATE COUNCIL: B.A. IN SPORTS MANAGEMENT: Sheffield and
Flores-Marti moved acceptance of the Council’s resolution. Flores-Marti and Hack described the
program and responded to questions by Perez and Tardi. The degree was then approved
unanimously.

GRADUATE PROGRAMS COUNCIL: M.Ed. IN CURRICULUM AND LEARNING
WITH A CONCENTRATION IN SCHOOL NURSING: Sabatino and Aktan moved
acceptance of the Council’s resolution. Levitan, Scala and Verdicchio spoke in favor, and the
degree was approved unanimously.
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GRADUATE PROGRAMS COUNCIL: CHANGE IN THE MASTERS IN PUBLIC
POLICY: Sabatino and Tesfaye moved acceptance of the Council’s resolution. Abouk,
Natrajan, Tardi, Scala, Watad and Verdicchio raised questions about the interdisciplinarity or
lack thereof of the program. Davis and Tesfaye responded. The change was approved by voice
vote with four abstentions.

ADMINISTRATOR ASSESSMENT COUNCIL: Najarian and Snyder moved acceptance of
the Council’s reports and the Executive Committee’s Executive Summary [all archived in the
Packet for this meeting]. They were approved by voice vote with two negative votes and one
abstention.

GRADUATE POLICY COUNCIL: COURSE REPEAT POLICY: Martus and Makarec
moved acceptance of the Council’s revised policy [archived in the Packet for this meeting].
Magaldi, Diamond, Tardi, Abouk, Harris and Verdicchio engaged in a wide-ranging discussion
of the issues involved. The policy was approved by voice vote with one negative vote and no
abstentions.
