You can earn 3 or 6 free-elective institutional credits: LANG 2100 (3 credits) and LANG 2110 
(3 credits) (or the applicable language course code).
*Spanish: Contact LC-placement@wpunj.edu to take the placement test first. Only students that 
reach exemption by placement test can take the Spanish challenge exam.

For any other languages, students can take exams at BYU, NYU or UPenn:

These exams can also be used to satisfy the language requirement (when the placement test 
is not available at WP).
The student is responsible for arranging and paying all the fees for the exam.
The exam results will be sent to the Registrar’s office.
Credits earned through external exams are considered transfer credits, not institutional.
Email LC-placement@wpunj.edu before you pay any fees, to make sure the exam you 
choose is the best fit for you.
BYU and NYU exams can be taken fully remotely.
UPenn exams have a written portion that needs to be taken in person, at the WP campus.
