Delinquency Autobiography Paper (20 points)
Write your delinquency autobiography. Describe past and/or current involvement in delinquent behavior, and
then analyze it. Use at least two of the theories presented in the textbook to explain why your life unfolded the
way it has. If you have always lived the "straight and narrow" life, then use two theories to explain why you
did not get involved in various delinquent behaviors. The paper should be 4 to 5 full pages in length, typed,
and double-spaced (using a 12-point font size and I-inch margins on all sides). | will dock points if the paper
does not meet these requirements.
All of the content in your papers will remain confidential, and will not affect how I treat you as a student. If
you are in doubt as to whether or not you should include something in your paper though, do not include it--
only write about what you feel comfortable discussing. Papers will not be viewed by anyone but me.
Include the following in your paper:
1. Part | (25%): Describe your involvement in current and/or past delinquent behaviors (or lack of the same).
2. Part 2 (25%): Describe the theories you want to apply to your delinquency autobiography in detail, using
the textbook and/or lecture notes. You may also use outside sources that have additional information about
theories discussed in class. Assume that | do not know these theories. | want to know that you really know and
understand them yourself. You are the expert explaining the theories to the reader.
3. Part 3 (40%): Analyze your aforementioned behaviors in the context of the theories you chose (Why did |
engage in these behaviors? Why do | continue to do these behaviors? Why did | change from some types of
deviant behaviors to others? or, Why did | stop altogether?). Use terms and ideas from the theories to
explicitly link the theory to your behaviors. Be specific.
4. Writing quality such as organization, word usage, spelling, grammar, etc (10%): Your paper should be well
written and should read like a well-reasoned argument rather than a series of unrelated ideas. Taking time to
proofread work takes care of most of these kinds of errors.

Interview Paper (20 points)
There are a variety of people involved in the Juvenile System. They could be a police officer, a judge, a
probation officer, someone from DYFS or someone who runs programs for delinquents (basically anyone who
interacts with juveniles professionally). I would like you to interview one such person and ask them a variety
of relevant questions based on the material you have learnt in this course.
Attach your MS-Word document to the link. Using all of this information you should write a 4 to 5 page paper
(without cover page and reference page) in times new roman 12 point font, double spaced and one inch margin
all four sides. Please do not write irrelevant stuff, keep your paper interesting and well-organized. Make sure
you answer all parts of the exercise.
In your paper: You should explain why you selected this particular person for interview, their contact
information (so | can check with them if you actually met them). Describe their work with juveniles and in
what capacity they interact with juveniles. Through your questions you should gain a better understanding
about the ground facts related to juvenile delinquency, juvenile system and how it works (or does not work).
Discuss theories that tie back to your interviewee's opinions. How can the system be improved based on what
the interviewee says? Use many examples or quotes of what your interviewee says. In conclusion, describe
what you have learnt about juvenile delinquency in the process of doing the interview and writing this paper.
In a separate sheet list the questions you asked the interviewee. In another sheet list the references and sources
you used to write this paper.
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
